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This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	[bookmark: _heading=h.5l7mgzs6wvq6]At Low Furness Primary School, we aim to allow our children to take part in and experience music in a wide and rich variety of contexts. Our hope is to foster a life–long love of music at the same time as upholding our Christian values.

[bookmark: _heading=h.m307xexfxkin]We timetable an hour of music per week in all classes. This is made up of curriculum lessons and also singing sessions. We have adopted the Sparkyard Music curriculum for our Music lessons. The Sparkyard Music curriculum covers the National Curriculum for England and satisfies a wealth of suggestions made in the Model Music Curriculum. It also provides us with a wealth of songs, which we enjoy singing in class, assemblies and Church. We teach the skills of performing, singing, playing instruments, listening and evaluating music and develop alongside the interrelated dimensions of pitch, duration, dynamics, tempo, timbre, texture, structure and appropriate musical notations. 
[bookmark: _heading=h.h8htv8s4ol2][bookmark: _heading=h.b41ehxf3bfp5]In Upper KS1 and all KS2 classes, children have a ½ term of learning to play the tuned instrument of glockenspiel. This is a progressive scheme of work which enables children to learn to play simple pieces on the glockenspiel.

This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	At Low Furness we offer a range of opportunities outside of lesson time which are available to different groups of children within school.
· Piano lessons offered to all children in Years 3-6 from a local peripatetic teacher. 20 minute sessions per week in school time. This is paid for by parents but can be subsidised with pupil premium funding.
· Primary tuition and junior band available to KS2 children at UVHS after school. Instrument loan available as part of this provision. This again is at the cos of the parents.
· Weekly choir for KS2 after school/lunchtime. This involves various out of school opportunities. This does not incur any cost other than Young Voices which is paid for by parents of pupil premium funding.
· Young Voices - Trip to Manchester to perform in the world's largest children's choir concert.
· Singing at local nursing home at Christmas and in summer term.
· Singing at local WI church carol concert.
· Local carol concert competition with other local schools.






Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	At Low Furness we offer a range of musical experiences and events which children can take part in.
September
· Local carol concert competition with other local schools.
October
· Harvest festival singing in Church.
December
· Trip to UVHS secondary school to watch pantomime for all upper Key Stage 2 children.
· EYFS, KS1 and KS2 Nativity Performance for parents.
January
· Young Voices - Trip to Manchester to perform in the world's largest children's choir concert.
February
· Image Musical Theatre in school to perform for whole school – 2025 – Jungle Book
April
· Ulverston Sings. Local hub multi school concert for both Key Stage 1 and 2. Perform our own song and multi-school performance.
June
· Ulverston International Music Festival. Key Stage 1 concert with local Music festival. Perform alongside acclaimed international musicians in a performance for parents and community.
Daily/Weekly/Termly
· Daily singing in Collective worship
· Weekly singing worship. Whole school practices singing a range of songs to complement our daily worship. Songs will be chosen linked to various events e.g seasons, Church calendar, world events or termly Christian Value.
· Performance in our termly class worship in front of the whole school and parent audience. Classes will perform either songs or musical pieces from the curriculum as part of their class led Collective worship.
· Optional trip to watch a professional musical in a Manchester theatre.
· Singing in Church - Harvest festival, Christingle, Christmas, Easter, End of year.
Extra curricular
· Weekly choir after school/lunchtime – free to all KS2 children
· Peripatetic piano lessons in school offered to all children in Years 3-6 from a local peripatetic teacher. 20 minute sessions per week in school time. This is paid for by parents but can be subsidised with pupil premium funding.
· Primary tuition and junior band at UVHS. Paid for by parents.


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	We aim to look into opportunities for Instrument tuition for whole classes through links with our local music hub. This will be on our action plan to develop for the academic year 2025-2026.
